Budget Assumptions Total City (Cont):
ü Salary Increase Funded at 3.5% - $630,626

ü Police & Fire Union increases not determined, funding in budget for 
4%.

ü Health, Dental and Life Insurance 10% - Increase $310,032, due to 
catastrophic claim, funded by insurance reserves.

ü Worker Compensation 8% - Increase $32,539, funded by insurance 
reserves.

ü Property Insurance 15% - Increase $80,986, funded by insurance 
reserves.

ü Retirement Accounts Funded at Actuarial Requirement: 
ü Police 8.14% down from 8.79% - Decrease $26,227

ü Fire $728,576 increase from $709,306 ðIncrease $19,270

ü General 8.7% no change
